process and been accepted to the school.

e The applicant must be a current participant in any fine arts program.

e The applicant must maintain a minimum average of a B in all fine arts classes.

e The applicant must regularly participate in after-school rehearsals, performances, auditions, etc.
e The applicant must have a minimum grade point average of 3.00 in all classes.

Art: Student should submit a thumb drive containing photographs of 3-5 pieces of recent artwork
showcasing their abilities. Original artwork should be made available upon request.

Drama: Once student applies, they will be sent a packet based on students’ level.
